	Fine. In my room all day;—reading a little & writing letters, replying to old ones;—to Reader, Dimboola, Victoria to Mr Crosse & to Hamuera.

	17 Wednesday

	Very fine. In my room all day writing, & a little reading. Going over for the 3rd or 4th time Dr. Millett’s book “Penzance, past & present” which he had sent out to me nearly 4 years ago, interleaved for me to remark, &c. &c. Have several times promised to send it!

	18 Thursday
	Dull, rain at night. At rooms all day, reading & writing. At night wrote long letter to my friend G.T. Fannin, in reply to his of yesterday. Sorry to find in paper of this morning that the Bishop of Waiapu’s sister (long ill from influenza) died at Napier yesterday! Poor dear lady! my nearest neighbour on the hill; “One taken, one left”!—

	19 Friday
	Heavy rain & cold;—cleared a little by 1 p.m. Went fearing at 1.30 p.m. to Makotuku; met (as arranged) Mrs Mortensen, senior, her daughter Mrs Redward, son Hans & relative Chy. Clemett (my old mail-boy! now grown much) and also Hans Olsen and Mr Lund—spent agreeable time w. them all; arranged w. Hans re money owing to me. Returned to Dannevirke by VII p.m. train. Mr Robertshawe called at IX & spent an hour. Gave return ticket due tomorrow to guard—thus losing 14/- & to Mrs M. £1 to Hans (newly born son) £1., & to Charley ½ Sovgn.

	20 Saturday
	Heavy rain & cold, all day;—a few signs of clearing at sunset. Engaged in preparing for tomorrow’s Church services, here in Mr Robertshawe’s Church,—he going to Woodville today for duty there. Wrote a letter to Nils Friberg—in reply.

	21 Sunday
	Fine. At Ch. this mg. preached from Acts XVII. 23. Congn. small—about 45! dispiriting, only a very few men. At Evg. S. preached from 1 John V. 21, congn. about 70 & very attentive. I was very tired at the close!

	22 Monday
	Fine. Engaged all day in writing letters to England & elsewhere, and in making up newspapers for Home. Evening Mr Robertshawe, who had returned from Woodville, kindly called & spent an hour.

	23 Tuesday
	Fine. Engaged as yesterday—very busy all day.

	24 Wednesday
	Fine—but hot dull, cloudy. Busy writing letters, &c.—Walked to Parsonage & to vestry for books, &c. Evg. Mr Robertshawe called & staid nearly 2 hours. An interesting time.

	25 Thursday
	Dull cloudy rain at night. Engaged preparing 2 sermons for Sunday next. Ditto, looking out hymns, & sending them to Woodville choir. Ditto, writing letter & advt. to Editor, “Woodville Examiner”, re Ch. services on Sunday next—Ditto long letter to Harding.

	26 Friday
	Dull cloudy w. rain aftn. Engaged on 2 sermons, &c.—writing &c. Not feeling well—as if I had taken a cold—sneezing often rheumatic &c.—out of worts—a letter in reply from the Bp. (long expected) added, for a time, to discomfort. Rev. E. Robertshawe kindly called.

	27 Saturday
	Fine. Packed, for leaving as well as taking and in the afternoon left for Woodville. Visited the dear old Church & spent ½ hour.

	28 Sunday
	Very fine. Mg. held service, preaching from 1 Cor. XIII. 8 (part Ep. for day)—“Love never faileth”, Congn. small (about 45) but very attentive; offy. 14/- choir chanted “Benedicte” & “Benedictus”. Evg. preached from Rom. X. 8 “The word of faith”. Congn. 75 or so.

	29 Monday
	Fine. Mg. Rev. R. Stewart called for me & I went with him in his buggy to his Manse & spent a pleasant hour with him. Afternoon writing to Mr. Harding in reply to his last. Mr Walsh (late postmaster here, & now at Russell, Bay of Islands) called to see me—told me of Mr Ford & of Mr Triphook.

	3 Thursday
	Fine, dull owing to smoke from burning “bush” on all sides! no wind. Engaged, writing long letter (in reply) to Mr Hill, Inspector of Schools; with draft copy of the same. Posted proofs to Sir James Hector—and received the second (promised) instalment of same for reading, &c. finished all this evening. At 3 p.m. Mr Robertshawe kindly called.

	4 Friday
	Same as yesterday. Engaged in wtg. long letter to my good friend R.C. Harding in reply to a (postponed & important personal) portion of his to me of 14th. ult.—with draft copy of the same, posted Woodville p. of 27th to W. per “Tainui”.

	5 Saturday
	Very fine. Engaged in writing a long letter to the Bishop of Waiapu in reply to his to me of Feby. 24th. Evening rev. E. Robertshawe called. Promised to read lessons for him in Ch. tomorrow.

	6 Sunday
	Very fine but smoke all around. This mg. to Ch. read lessons for Mr. Robertshawe; congn. small. Afternoon writing—posted letter to Bishop, evening to Ch. read lessons, good congn.

	7 Monday
	Dull, part from smoke & part from fog. At lodgings writing letters preparatory to leaving on Wednesday.—Dined at Mr Robertshawe’s, and quite enjoyed myself w. his nice family, afternoon late returned Mr. R. with me. Received fresh proofs of papers from Sir J. Hector—read & returned, posting late.

	8 Tuesday
	Dull, cloudy, smoke clearing rain—distant & coldish. At lodgings writi9ng letters, preparatory to my returning tomorrow towards Napier. Wrote a long letter (w. copy) to Hon. Capt. W.R. Russell re Mao. Lex. also long letter to Mr. W.G. Martin teacher at Hastings school.

	9 Wednesday
	Fine. Packed up all my goods! at 2.15 p.m. left for Waipawa, arrived at W. & spent night there.

	10 Thursday
	Fine, hot. At Waipawa, called early on Mr. Bibby, spent some time with him then to Parsonage, no one at home! returned tired to lodgings.—Afternoon called on Mr. Nash, Mr Gilmour, Mr Rathbone, &c. Wrote letter to Editor, “Herald”, Napier. Called on Mr. S. Johnston.

	11 Friday
	Fine. Called on rate collector & settled w. him for rates. Afternoon left by train for Napier. Archdn. S. Williams came into train at Pukehou, & for some time conversed freely w. me.—Arriving at Napier, I felt strongly the climbing my hill to the house; (went to bed early, tired—but not to sleep nor rest!!) Finding the Bishop had called yesty. I wrote him a note to say I would call on him on Monday.

	12 Saturday
	Fair. A sad night from hard new mattress & no rest!—out of sorts all day, could not go to town; Bishop called, & fixed to call again on Tuesday mg. next.

	15 Tuesday
	Fine. Unwell but easier. At XI a.m. P. Dolbel called on business & at XI.30, the Bp. called, but soon left saying he would call again at XII,—and he did so & spent nearly an hour; I consented to take Ch. S. at Woodville 2–3 months if required, and to go inland for next Sunday’s services.—Afternoon engaged in writing.

	16 Wednesday
	Fair & cloudy. Very unwell this mg. & in much pain; so wrote to inform the Bp. in time having also last night heard from Rev. Mr Robertshawe of his illness! I cannot now go inland for Ch. 	18 Friday
	Morng. fine, aftn. rain dull, close thunder, &c. Still unwell—at times in great pain & doubled up, stiff. Jobbing all day—at different things, in hopes of overcoming pain. Wrote a few letters, looked up papers for Eng. Mail. Put up in regd. parcel my 2 ancient fishhooks for Hamilton, to be photographed.

	19 Saturday
	Showery. Unwell, but jobbing—writing letters, &c. Finished—after many times going through it, adding corrections, &c—Dr. Millett’s interleaved History of old Penzance sent me 3–4 years ago, & put up in registered parcel for Eng. mail.

	20 Sunday
	Fair. At home, all day reading, writing, &c.—still unwell, & at times in pain in lower back.

	21 Monday
	Rainy. A little better to-day. At home writing letters to England preparing to go to town tomorrow making up & addressing newspapers & parcels.

	22 Tuesday
	Fine. This mg. went down to town—first time since Jany. 18th.—Executed much business long delayed, bore up pretty well, though in pain & returned at 1 p.m. 3 hours and ¼ absent; wonderful. Afternoon & evening writing for the outgoing Eng mail; despatched all at VII. p.m. Io pæan.

	23 Wednesday
	Fair. Pains abating—would all were gone! Engaged examining & drawing up description of Olsen’s curious Ranunculus which is, I think a “monster”—Aftn. Mr Fannin called & remained till V. p.m. long friendly chat. Evening letter writing.

	24 Thursday
	Fair, showery, coldish. At home writing, & doing various jobs; busy.

	25 Friday
	Fine. Early to town—at Carlile & McLean’s released mortgage from Pape, who pd. in full, I giving him up the one month over. Called on several, preparatory to my again returning to the Bush District. Aftn. at home busy writing letters, &c. Evening, ditto ditto.—

	26 Saturday
	Fine. At home, writing, &c.

	27 Sunday
	Fine. Stayed at home, though feeling much better, fearing to go to Cathedral & sit still in those small hot (?) low-back chairs.—

	28 Monday
	Very fine. Feeling better, but legs &c. still very weak, almost tottering even in house; this is not rheumatism but effects of influenza—writing, &c. today. Anxious to hear from (or see) the Bishop re talked-of Church Service at Woodville. Finished long letter to Rev. E. Robertshawe & to Mr. C.P. Winkelmann.

	29 Tuesday
	Fine. This mg. went to town on business, called on the Dean, found the Bp. had not yet returned from Porangahau.—Afternoon at home, writing, &c. At III a Mr. Clayton called on behalf of the “Adventists”—reqg. permission to erect a tent on my land in Milton Road near their Ch. for their expd. visitors—refused it plainly, &c. Evening writing letters, &c.

	30 Wednesday
	Fine. Feeling better—but not yet myself! writing letters to Rev. G.H. Preston—reply and to Suter (Xtch.) ditto, & to others. Aftn. R.D.D. McLean called, lent him some American books—grasses, horticulture, &c. Disappointed in not seeing, or hearing from the Bp.

	31 Thursday
	Fine. Commenced making preparations for leaving tomorrow for Bush district, re what to take & what to leave. At noon the Bp. called, right glad to see him (he returned to Napier yesty. aftn. recd. instructions to go to Woodville & take Ch. duty there, &c, &c. worked hard & continuous all day, till late at night, writing also several letters.

	1 April Friday
	Fine. Rose early, finished packing. At X.30 left house reached Dannevirke at III p.m. felt tired; weather changing to cold. While in train at N. station, waiting, the Bp. very kindly brought me his promised letter of instructions—2, or more months to do.

	2 Saturday
	Dull cloudy betokening rain. At III.30 left for Woodville.—coldish & chill.—At Woodviulle visited Ch., found the dear old house much as I had left it on 29th Feby.—Thank God for again permitting me to re-visit it. Evg. prpng. sermon for to-morrow.

	3 Sunday
	Fine, but dense fog in mg. making it very cold. Mg. to Church at XI. Congn. about 45; preached from Ps. CVII. 22—duty, privilege & blessedness of thanksgiving; Evg. at VII, preached from heb. XII. 1–2 (their annual races were on the 1st. inst.) about 80, present, very attentive; weak & tired at close.

	4 Monday
	Morning dense fog until nearly X, & very cold; afterwards fine & warm. Very cold in room; at XI. called on Mr Burnett, spent ½ hour with him (Mr B. is minister's Churchwarden & also Mayor). Arranged for Div. S. on Good Friday.—Afternoon Rev. R. Stewart called, & spent nearly 1 hour; agreeable conversation. This mg. at X a Mr John Farrow (a preacher & probationer in "U.N. Church") called, & spent nearly an hour; he is a Cornishman & from Stanstell. Mg. walked to Ch.—to take my usual leave.

	5 Tuesday
	Early mg. fog. Day beautiful! Mg. walked as far as P. Office; met Rev. R. Stewart, conversed. At XII.30 left lodgings; returned by train to Dannevirke; sky clear; sun fervent; evening & night lovely; moon shining in blue sky, & planet Venus superb; felt renovated.

	6 Wednesday
	Fine. Another very fine day; engaged in writing letters—one to Ed. "Waipawa Mail" opposing games of football club there on Good Friday; one to Ed. "H. Bay Herald" against "Adventists" now in full bloom at Napier; one to mgr. Bank N.Z. on business, one to Bp. re my visit to Woodville; one to Commissioner of Taxes with "Return" filled in; also in fixing on texts & subjects for next Sunday's 2 sermons.

	7 Thursday
	Very fine. Visited Mr. Robertshawe & family at the Parsonage, his father & mother (both aged) having arrived from Auckland on the 4th. inst. to dwell here w. their son; found them a nice old couple; they came to N.Z. in 1863, & son & parents had not met for 10 years. Aftn. at lodgings writing letters.—At night IX. o'clock Mr. R. called, & remained in earnest convn. w. me until nearly XII!!!

	8 Friday
	Very fine. Engaged preparing 2 sermons for Sunday next. Mr. Robertshawe called; staid 5 min.

	9 Saturday
	Fine. Packing for taking & for leaving. Aftn. to Woodville. Lost my 2 cloaks! at railway station, but by telegraphing to Palmerston recovd. them. Visited Church.

	10 Sunday
	Fine. Mg. Service, preached from Ps. IX.10—congn. small only 8 adult men! (2 of them being the 2 Chwardens messrs Burnett & Hope, who residing in country had come in!) Gave notice for G. Friday in no mild terms! Evg. S. preached from Jno. XII. 21, congn. 75 or so, 2 Chwdns. again present. Choir practice after S. 9 women & 7 men, pleasing.

	11 Monday
	Fine. Returned to Dannevirke. Father Dawson (R.C. priest) of Waipawa in train w. me, & very kind—handing out my luggage, &c.—Saw no one—not feeling well—early to bed.

	12 Tuesday
	Fair but rather dull. Busy today in putting up papers for sons & friends in England.—Aftn. & Evg. wrote several letters;—Ansd. Rev. J. Knipe's & sent promised £5-5-0 towards his new Ch. Sent Nils Friberg for the late Mr Shugar's poor widow £2-0-0. Early to bed (tho' not to sleep) not feeling well.

	13 Wednesday
	Fair & showery, mild. Preparing sermons for G. Friday &c. Aftn. Mr Robertshawe called & staid nearly an hour. At night wrote note to R. enclosing my Easter offg. (chq. 3 guineas)—to be put into the dish by Mr Chwarden Bamford, on Easter Day.

	14 Thursday
	Tolerably fair, hot. Preparing for Woodville & Easter Ch. Services there. Aftn. left by train; my old friend Mr Fannin a fellow-passenger, enjoyed chat all the way to Wdv.—a rare thing with me!—Visited the Church. Evg. finished Sermon for tomorrow mg. at VIII.30 p.m. Mr Hill called on me—& remd. until nearly X.—Gave interesting account of his late journey to Cape Runaway & Bay of Plenty &c. rain at night.

	15 Friday
	Dirty looking black low clouds gloomy day!—threatening rain. Mg. held Div. S. in Ch. congn. small, 40, & mostly women, only 5 adult men!!! preached from 1 Tim. VI. 13 “The Good confession of Xt.J. before Pilate”.—Aftn. writing letters to England to family & reading. About VI. p.m. rain began to fall! Yet plodded my way to the Ch., only 3! at first (on my entering) when bell ceased there were 8—2 being men! & 2 others came in during S. Shortened S. & preached briefly from John XI. 11.

	16 Saturday
	Clearing, showery at intervals, with thunder & black clouds. Preparing sermons for tomorrow; writing letters to 2 sons in England; reading. Indoors, in room, all day.

	17 Sunday
	Heavy & almost constant rain all day! Mg. wet & gloomy.—To Ch. few present, but a strong choir (17) double the congn.!! preached from Luke XXIV. 34. Evg. again at Ch. though raining, congn. again small—preached from Eph. III. 8 “The unsearchable riches of Xt.” Tried to do my best.

	18 Monday
	Weather clearing. fine. Returned to Dannevirke at noon by train bringing my Ch. robe with me, as I shall have to take the Ch. services at Dvk. next Sunday, the Rev. E. Robertshawe going to Woodville. At Dvk. finishing my letters to England.

	19 Tuesday
	Fine. Employed in writing letters, and in putting up papers, & seeds (Aciphylla & Cordyline) for England & America. Evg. Mr Robertshawe kindly called & spent 2 hours.

	20 Wednesday
	Very fine. Writing letters, this morning. At 1.30 p.m. Dr Leitch arrived by train, I on platform to receive him. The bishop had written to me about him last week, & Mr Hill at Woodville had told me to expect him; just arrived from Edinburgh by our “Arawa” steamer, & will return by her on 30th. I went with him into the neighbouring wood to collect ferns, and we were 2 hours absent!! Evg. Spent with Dr L. & in writing letters.

Afternoon walked to Mangatera bridge Wainui road (my longest walk for this year ’92!) to get spns. of Adiantum polymorphum for Dr L. got several good ones, also of Dicksonia ?Sparmannia (or D. fibrosa) in fruit from hollow under main road; & also Pallae rotundifolia, Panax ?anomalum in ft.—Spent evg. with him naming his plants, &c, &c. (Returned to lodgings w. Difficulty, very tired).

	23 Saturday
	Fine. At lodgings preparing for tomorrow’s Ch. duty. Evg. Dr L. called with his fresh plants; & also from Tasmania to be named by me & spent 2 hours.

	24 Sunday
	Fine. At mg. Service preached from 1 Tim VI. 13 Congn. Small (say 40). Evg. congn. large (about 70) preached from 1 Cor. XIII. 8—“Love never faileth”;—helped, mg. & evg. very tired! Dr L. at IX p.m. called with plants!! Did my best for Dr L.

	25 Monday
	Fair. Early this mg saw Dr L. off—per train; expressed himself much pleased, &c. Prepared for leaving for Napier by 1.30 p.m. train; did so, & arrd. at house by VI. Rather tired.

	26 Tuesday
	Rain last night & this mg. Eclipse, moon ?? Went to town, met Capt. Russell, & transacted other business, returned at 1 p.m. just before rain began. At home writing, &c. &c.

	Weather clearing, but cold, & windy & heavy showers. Called on Mr Bibby, Mr. Nash, Mr Gilmour & Mr Rathbone; on my way to see Mr Baker, met Rev. J.C. Eccles, coming to see me, & so returned with him to my lodgings; conversed until time to leave for Ry. Station.—At XII.40 left; halted at Waipukurau to dine, & there fell in with Sir R. Stout!! we sat together vis-a-vis until we reached Dvk., talking all the way. Convn. Very agreeable re Mao. Lex. & old Maori matters. Evg. Rev. Mr. Robertshawe called. Night preparing for Sunday’s sermons.

	30 Saturday

	Dense fog—cold, raw, lasted till past XI a.m. afterwards fine. Mg. To Church, few present (24!!). Preached from Isaiah L. 10, 11. Evg. congn. about 70, preached from one Sam. 14; felt ill at ease, but congn. very attentive, offy. 18/8. in morning 4/9.

	2 Monday
	Morning cold thick fog, which cleared by IX.30; afterwards day delightful. Mg. Visited Mr. Burnett (the Minister’s chwdn.) found the debt on church to be £97. I offered to pay half if the other half could be speedily raised.—Returned to Dannevirke by afternoon train;—saw Mr Robertshawe. Evening writing. Mr Hill, inspr. Schools, called & staid till XII. P.m.

	6 Friday
	Wet, cold. Confined to room all day thro’ heavy rain. Writing, &c.

	7 Saturday
	Weather clearing. Mg. Packing; at III p.m. left by train for Woodville; there are at sunset heavy rain began & continued all night!

	8 Sunday
	Fine. Much pleased & surprised to see a fine clear sunshiny mg. At Ch. preached from Mark IV. 14, Congn. about 35, (sermon rather long); evg. Preached from Numb. XXIII. 19, congn.

	9 Monday
	Mg. Heavy fog, cleared by noon. Called on Chwdn. Burnett, talked re Ch. matters. At 1 p.m. left by train for Dannevirke. Evening with Mr Robertshawe & writing.

	10 Tuesday
	Wet. Got out Mao. Lex. corresp. w. Govt. (2nd series beginning 1875—down to 1891) & commenced heavy & long job of writing my resume re the Mao. Lex. now almost imperative on me owing to so much misrepresentation; closely engaged on it all day & night; tired.

	11 Wednesday
	Wet. Employed as yesterday.

Great noise in house from strolling minstrels! w. their harp & fiddle; after some time—hoping it might cease, saw landlord about it, who, however, did not care to put an end to it, so, as my head was aching from it, I put out my lamp & retired to my bed-room—so losing a night!!!

	12 Friday
	Fine stop at III a.m. roused by great noise of dogs, & persons knocking furiously at doors; soon found that it was owing to a house close by on fire! all hands up and out; I also ½ or ¼ dressed. Fortunately there was no wind! So no other damage done but that one store belonging to Hawkins & Crowley burnt to ground. It stood alone; neighbours & townsmen soon came & did good service. Mg. & aftn. engd. on 2 sermons; at first disturbed again by minstrels! who left at XII. At VIII.30. p.m. recd. reply from Mr Eccles; wrote at once to Mr Burnett.

	13 Saturday
	Fine. Mg. packing, &c. prepg. to leaving for Woodville. At III p.m. left Dvk., arrg. at Wdv.; it being fine I walked to the Ch. Enjoyed it much; found all be just as I had left them. Before leaving D. I telegraphed to Rev. J.C. Eccles, Waipawa, who in reply sd. he would be at Wdv. on 21st.

	14 Sunday
	Very fine. Rain at VI.30, but not much. Mg. held service, preaching from Luke XVI. 9, 13, congn. about 35, too small for such a fine day. Evg. held Service, preaching from 1 Thess. V. 17, 18 Congn. about 75 & very attentive, sermon, too, a long one being nearly my last!

	15 Monday
	Fine. Telegraph to Mr Eccles, at the Bishops Napier saying “You being w. the Bp. today, I would timely inform you that under present circumstances I am not desirous of working here after this month.” Called on Mr Burnett who showed me Mr Eccles letter to him of Friday last, in which he speaks of 3 months notice being reqd. at Waipawa before his leaving!!! & looks to me to help &c. &c. Visited the Ch. once more alone! (yet not alone) re-dedication. Aftn. retd. to Dvk.—night wrote to Mr Eccles.

	16 Tuesday
	Wet, mild. Busy on var. matters, ansg. letters, &c. Heard of Mr Robertshawe’s severe & sudden attack, yesterday of rheumatism—confined to bed, this aftn. went to see him, sat by his bedside an hour, & returned and heavy rain.

	17 Wednesday
	Wet, mild or stop commenced by promised (?) papers for our Society (H.B. Phil. Inst.) Kept on all day & night till X. Mr Robertshawe better.

	18 Thursday
	Wet, mild. Mg. engaged on my papers for society. Aftn. recd a letter from the Bp. also one from Rev. J.C. Eccles, re Woodville & other similar Ch. matters; employed this evening in drafting a letter to the Bp.—rather a long one. At IX p.m. Mr Gilmour called, had a pretty long & good conversation w. him. Also an important letter from my solicitors, Messrs Carlile & McLean, which I answered.

	19 Friday
	Wet, mild. This mg. Early I visited the Parsonage to see Mr Robertshawe, who is better & out. Aftn. & evg. engaged on my papers for Society.

	20 Saturday
	Showery, disagreeable! Packing for Woodville, & before leaving behind—at III p.m. left for Woodville; Rev. J.C. Eccles in train; at evg. (VII) he kindly called on me, & stayed about 2 hours. We found weather dry & fair at Wdv.

	21 Sunday
	Fair. Mg. to Ch. Rev. J.C. Eccles preached; good congn. 75. Evg. Mr. E. again preached, large congn. 100 I reading lessons, prayers, &c.

	22 Monday
	There, Wendy, would fill; showery at Dannevirke. This mg. visited the new Parsonage with Mr Eccles & Mr Burnett, Chwdn.—At 1 p.m. returned to Dannevirke, found it wet (rainy) here—evening writing letters, &c.

	23 Tuesday
	Rainy, wet, disagreeable. Engaged on paper for Society. Aftn. A letter from the Bishop, refusing my application; so I only go to Woodville for next Sunday (28th) after that I return to Napier. At IV.30 Rev. Mr Robertshawe and his wife kindly called. Evg. Wrote to Mr Eccles, telling him of the Bp’s. letter, &c.—At night Mr Robertshawe returned, long conversation, rheumatism painful, arms & wrists.

	24 Wednesday
	Wet, disagreeable. Engaged on paper for Society’s meeting and writing replies to letters.

	25 Thursday
	Still wet! Engaged on paper & finished it. Wrote several letters.

	26 Friday
	Still wet! Engaged on 2 sermons for Sunday next Attwood fell; perhaps my last!! Aftn. Mr Robertshawe kindly called. Evg. writing letters—one to Madrid.

	27 Saturday
	Showery. Packing &c. as usual! At III p.m. left for Woodville. Arrg. there found telegram from Bishop—to withhold my farewell sermons &c. & A letter for me explaining, at Dannevirke on Monday! Visited Ch.—

	28 Sunday
	Mg. lowering. To Ch. preached Mark I. 14, 15. Congn. 45. Rain began before S. Ended; rained steadily & heavily until 5 p.m. Cleared a little. Evg. S. preached Rom. XI. 33 & on events of 1st Lesson last Sy. & this (setting aside written sermon) Congn. 55.

	29 Monday
	Lovely morning! To town, P.O. sent 2 telms. to Dvk. Left at 1 p.m. arrd. at Dvk. at III. Got Bp’s letter—a very short note & very disappointing. Rev. E. Robertshawe called; wrote to Mr. Eccles.

	30 Tuesday
	There, dry, dull kind of day. Writing, letters, &c. Engaged all day quietly but with rheumatism and right arm & hand, making it painful to write (seen in this)

	31 Wednesday
	Rain evening. Packing preparatory to leaving for Napier. Two old cliff McCallum’s wood to say “Goodbye” mg. while at breakfast Rev. R. Stewart kindly called; he leaves soon for Greymouth; our last meeting on earth!—

	1 September
Thursday
	Rain but mild. Packing—a heavy job. Books alone in 2 cases about 1 cwt. Mr Robertshawe called—writing letters, &c.

	2 Friday
	Rain but mild. Packing—the tedious job stop writing letters to England stop Mr. Robertshawe called stop Mrs R, Stewart w. her 2 twins, & Mrs Wallace called—kind. N.B. lent him 3rd Vol. Of Stanley’s Jewish Church.

	3 Saturday
	Weather clearing. Left Dannevirke at 1:30 p.m. with all my books, specimens, &c. nearly 20 separate lots; arrived at Waipawa at IV p.m. (to take Ch. duty here tomorrow—Mr. Eccles having gone this day to Woodville for Ch. Duty there.

	4 Sunday
	Fine, at last! Held Mg. S. preaching 1 Kings XXII. 14. Congn. about 45; Evg. S. preached Mark I. 14, Congn about 65; tired at close w. much severe rheumatism and right shoulder, very bad all night. Memo. Quadricentennial at Genoa mem. Columbus;—4th to 11th; N.B.

	5 Monday
	Fine. Called on several old acquaintances;—Rathbone, Arrow, Nash, Gilmour, Baker, Bibby, Eccles & others;—at IV p.m. left for Napier, arrived at VI only a little tired; found R. Anderson, wife & son well, & the old place looking well.—Thanks be to God for all His many mercies!

	6 Tuesday
	Fine. At home all day writing to England putting up papers, &c.—busy;—also putting my own private accounts to rights, already too long neglected! Rheumatism severe in right shoulder joint, could scarcely write.—

	7 Wednesday
	Fine. This mg. to town on business long delayed! Aftn. & evg. writing up my 2 papers for next Monday night—Society’s meeting. Rheumatism still severe.—

	8 Thursday
	Five. At home writing all day. Writing at night till late hour.

	9 Friday
	Fine. Morning in town on business; lawyers, banks, &c. Aftn. & evg. writing papers for Society, also, letter to Mr Brock, London enclosing £50 for sister Emily (i.e. £30 her usual annl. allowance; and £20 in case of emergency.) Writing till late hour.

	10 Saturday
	Fine. Writing—a second letter to Mr. Brock and a letter to Mr L.M. Underwood, U.S.A. in reply to his. This aftn. Dr. Spencer kindly called; also Mr. Hill. Evg. Writing. Rheumatism less.

	11 Sunday
	Fine. Spent this day quietly and retirement at home! (reading lessons & Psalms for mg. & evg. &c. &c.)

	12 Monday
	Fine but cold, showery mg. Preparing specimens for exhibition at meeting of society this evg.—At VII.30 went thither; night very dark but fine; reading 2 prepared papers, & exhibited spns. &c.—concluded at X.15, I very tired. Returned at XI (my man kindly coming to meet me w. Lantern) wrote to R.C. Harding.

	13 Tuesday
	Very fine. Not feeling well—wrote several letters, & worked at putting away Books, &c. Into their proper places. Rheumatism heavy on me, in arm.

	14 Wednesday
	Five. In time all mg. on business. Aftn. engd. on specimens, &c. Evg. writing.

	15 Thursday
	Fine, warm. Engd. on various jobs—all day. Not feeling very well—evg. writing, &c. Notwithstanding fine weather the Barometer which has been fixed at “set fair” for more than a week, has rapidly fallen to “change”—“Equinoctial gales” season is at hand.

	16 Friday
	Fine warm. Mg. in town on business. Afternoon & evg. writing letters, &c. Received letter from Rev. J.C. Eccles who gladly accepts my offer to assist him again at Woodville & to continue to do so (for 2 months) until he should be free from Waipawa stop

	17 Saturday
	Fine, warm. Obliged to go again to town today, as I purpose leaving on Tuesday for Woodville. Aftn. & evg. writing & putting to rights Books, specimens, &c.—lately brought from Dannevirke.

	18 Sunday
	There. Quietly at home—read lessons & Psalms, &c. As usual.

	19 Monday
	Fine. Engaged in packing for my 2 months additional sojourn in the Bush District. Worked steadily all day (also at plants, &c. for leaving), & finished by IV.30.—Mr Hill kindly called & remained ¾ hour; when Rev. J.C. Eccles called and stayed ½ hour—good friendly conversation with both.

	20 Tuesday

	Morning very fine—rain began about XII. Left by “Express” train—X.45—Heavy rain on entering Bush District; which continued for 2 hours. On arriving at Dannevirke found it had been raining heavily there, yesty. & today. Reached Dvk. very well.

	21 Wednesday
	Fine. Writing letters, &c. Looking up subjects for sermons next Sunday. Arm & hand still painful from rheumatism. Surprised at Bp’s address of yesterday!! A settler from Heretaunga called, for me to bury his infant daughter, 6 wks. old, tomorrow Mr. R. Being absent at Synod; agreed to do so tho’ inbaptised—weather permitting.

	22 Thursday
	High wind heavy rain at noon. Mg. writing—sermon, &c. for Sunday. At 1:20 p.m.—the father with corpse having arrived (heavy rain just over, & still threatening) walked to cemetery, never there before! about ¾ mile—buried child; funeral very decorous. About 20 men on horseback from Heretaunga! The father told me—he has 12 in family! Walked back & got back dry! & tired; but thankful. Evening on sermons.—(35 years or so, ago since I buried the last at Napier; a child of Mr Hamlin’s; in absence of minister).

	23 Friday
	Showery. Writing letters; also a short paper on some fungi lately detected by me (1891) & sent to Kew for examination &c.—this paper for our H.B. Phil. Institute. Much rheumatism—especially rt. shoulder.

	24 Saturday
	Showery. Preparing to leave for Woodville. 3 p.m. left, arrg. there found no service in Ch. for 2 Sundays!! Whether, too, fine on those 2 days felt vexed & ashamed!—Walked two Ch. & Enjoyed a few min. in it! Back to hotel.

	25 Sunday
	The doleful day! mg. black lowering, at noon heavy rain began & continued without intermission until VII.20 p.m.!!! Mg. to Ch. Congn. Small only 35; preached from Matt. IX. Expressed regret for no service! & said such should not again occur for 2 months; Evg. only 13 present; gave exposition from 1st lesson of day. Very rheumatic.

	26 Monday
	Fair, showery. Mg. visited town from lodgings in suburbs; called on Messrs Dudgeon, Burnett, &c. Had to wait 1 hr. 15 min. on railway platform for train; returned to Dannevirke. V p.m. Mr Robertshawe called.—Still very rheumatic, especially in right shoulder joint, can scarcely write;—sleep much broken at night from pain.

	27 Tuesday
	Showery. Indoors all day writing letters, &c. Rheumatism severe and shoulder.

	28 Wednesday
	There showery. Engaged as yesterday; also in reading Max Muller’s Gifford lecture, Glasgow lately pubd. Rheumatism fixed, heavy tiresome!

	29 Thursday
	Rainy. Engaged in writing to England and on sermon for Sunday.

	30 Friday
	Rainy. Engaged as yesterday stop finished sermon for Sunday next. Rheumatism as before.

	1 October Saturday
	Showery. Packing for leaving & for going to Woodville. Aftn. left, arrd. late at Woodville; owing to detention of S. train. Rheumatism less. Evg. visited the Church, & called on MR DUDGEON.

	2 Sunday
	Wet, rainy all day cold, &c. Mg. to Ch. Congn. only 20, & half of these children! Baptized dear little 6 months girl; much strengthened in this long service; preached from Eph. III. 10. Evg. S. only 26 present, adults, preached from Gal. VI. 1416; This S. intended for last Sy.

	3 Monday
	Fine, blue sky! Sunshine!!! This mg. walked to Ch. as usual—thence called on Mr Bickerton, Dudgeon & Burnett, & thence back to hotel; at XII.30 left for Ry. station; had again to wait there 1 hr. 20 m. for train—owing to land slips in “Gorge”.—Arrived at Dannevirke by III p.m. Mr Robertshawe kindly called & spent an hour. Even in writing. Rheumatism painful.

	4 Tuesday

	Fine bon! Mg. at Ch. read prayers, &c. Mr. E. preached from Ps. 119.50 A very suitable sermon, congn. good 60; aftn. Mr. E. buried Driscoll; large number at funeral (Freemasons & Foresters). Evg. I again read prayers, &c. Mr. E. prached a powerful S. from Jer. IV. 14; congn. 90. Laus deo!

	10 Monday
	Fine. This mg. visited Mr Barkwith (whose only son died last week) also Mr Dudgeon & Mr Bernadette—got back to hotel at XII almost worn out! w. heat & long walk, & felt sore from influenza remainders!! Waited on platform until near 2 p.m. & returned w. Mr Eccles; I am to take his place at Waipawa next Sunday, and he will come to Woodville—Eng. mail arrd. w. many letters & papers.

	11 Tuesday
	Fine. Drawing up rough draft on paper for N.Z.I. against Taylor White’s in Vol. XXIV. “On the N.Z. dog”. Wrote long letters to Harding, w. other letters.

	12 Wednesday
	Fine; with indications of rain at hand. Engaged as yesterday—not very well. Mr Robertshawe called. Looking out 2 sermons for Sunday next.

	13 Thursday
	Very fine. Engaged copying my rough draft of paper.—Wrote to Mr Eccles. Ditto to Mr Hill, at Gisborne stop not feeling very well went to call at Parsonage, but ½ way there met Mr. R. who returned w. me.

	14 Friday
	Morning fair rain at hand; aftn. & evg. rain, mild. Writing; Reading; fixing on 2 sermons &c.—not feeling A1, may be owing to change in weather. Aftn. Mr Robertshawe called.

	15 Saturday
	Very windy. Packed & prepared for Waipawa—wind very high, long waiting for train on platform stop got a “dust” (or something worse) into my eye, in much pain from it all the way, & there too, by frequent cold w. bathing got a little ease.

	Fair. Sy. mg. preached from Matt. IX. 13—Congn. 35, only 5 m. adults—three fifths children; baptized an infant. Evg. Congn. about 50—preached from Gal. VI. 14–16; tired at close. (Large no children).

	Still wet & cold. Writing all day.—Replied at length to Mr Wills’ letter, as he has taken a wrong view—but to be my (first &) last.—Engaged on paper re N.Z. dog.—Recd. Orchid (Sarcochilus adversus?) In fly from Olsen—put 1 raceme into small bottle of spirits.

	21 Friday
	Still wet & cold. Writing—put up seeds (drupes) of Nikau (Areca sapida, original name), for Kew, & for Latimer. 4 “Heralds” to W. contg. “Ahuriri” steamer case, and 1 (“Weekly News”) to Latimer.—Wrote Robert.—Preparing 2 sermons for next Sunday.

	22 Saturday
	Fair; showery. Preparing to leave for Woodville, &c. At 3 p.m. left; found it fine there. Evg. walked to Ch. as usual. At night wrote to Rev. J.C. Eccles—to fix his day &c.

	23 Sunday
	Very fine. Mg. S. preached from Luke XIV. 11 Congn. only 40. Evg. S. preached from Phil. III. 3. Congn. about 70. Offertory mg. small 6/8 evening 19/10—and some kind person put ½ sov. (gold) into bag—and some other ¼d = 1 farthing! first seen here & a new coin.

	24 Monday
	Fear about threatening rain. Early to P.O. to send a telegram to Mr Eccles &c. Returning called on Mr Dudgeon, Mr Barkwith, Mr Burnett & Stanley Scott, this last very unwell in bed, &c.—Aftn. left for Dannevirke—worn, tired,—evg. Mr Robertshawe called. Wrote to Mr. Harding, &c. &c.

	25 Tuesday
	Cloudy; showery; wet. Mg. in much pain from rheumatism—right shoulder joint and sciatic nerves rt. leg making me miserable!—However, by sticking to it, finished my letter to Mr Harding, & put up MS. & 2 books for him by XII.—Aftn. better, commenced preparing 2 sermons for Sy. next. At IV. Mr Robertshawe called & staid till V.30. Evg. wrote to Mr. Large, & to Mr. White Hon. Secy., re last meeting society on 14th prox.

	26 Wednesday
	Showery. Writing letters; examining Botanl. spns. putting up copies papers in Vol. XXIV for W. Scott pat. et fil. Preparing sermons—writing to W. Scott Jr. busy all day—but accomplishing little.

	27 Thursday
	Fair. Mg. writing.—Called on Mr Martin, & at Parsonage. Aftn. to neighbouring forest for nearly 3 hours the longest stay for this year. Gotsevl. intg. spns. fungi, &c. Evg. on sermons—finished first—& on spns.

	28 Friday
	Dull, showery. Mg. finishing spns. cold. yesty. Aftn. finishing 2nd. sermon. Evg. writing to Dr. L.G. Yates, Cal., U.S.A.

	29 Saturday
	Fine. Preparing for going to Woodville. Wrote letter to Mr James Brock, London. Aftn. went to Woodville. Evg. visited the Church!

	30 Sunday
	Very fine, delightful. Mg. S. preached from 2 Tim. I. 89 (part 2nd lesson) Congn. 55. Evg. S. preached from Ezek. XXXVII. 3. (part of 1st lesson) Congn. about 90 & very attentive felt strengthened—but worn at close.—

	31 Monday
	Very fine, hot! Mg. went to P.O. for 2 P.O. my. orders on England for 2 sons. Called on Mr Dudgeon—Mrs Barkwith; on Mr Burnett (twice) not in office. On Stanley Scott, still confined to his bed. Spent ½ hour w. him. Back to Hotel, very hot walking in sun. At 1 p.m. left by train for Dannevirke. Evg. putting up papers for sons in England and writing to them & others. Mr Robertshawe called.

	1 November Tuesday
	Fair, warm. Finishing letters, &c. for England.—Busy all day, writing letters.

	2 Wednesday
	Fear, warm, cloudy. Busy writing letters, &c &c. Selecting subjects for 2 sermons next Sunday. Night, wrote letter to Rev. R. Stewart, Greymouth and two R.C. Harding, Wellington.

	3 Thursday
	Fear, cloudy, warm, slight genial showers. In doors all day writing, & a little reading. At night heard of sad accident to Mr Clarke, a deserving young man here in Railway Departmt. (Lately at Woodville, where I often met & conversed with him), & removed last week to Napier station (promoted!!)—this evening at VI. had his 2 legs cut off by train!—dreadful.

	4 Friday
	(Eclipse? moon) dull cloudy day. No Ecl. seen yet it seemed much darker in aftn. than it should have been. Writing—as usual;—finishing 2 sermons for Sunday.

	5 Saturday
	Showery dull. Packing as usual for Woodville. 3 p.m. left. Arrd. there rain, could not visit Ch. 12 months this day since my first attack of “influenza”,—and I not yet free from it!!

	6 Sunday
	Fine. Mg. Service, Congn. 55 preached Titus, III. 4–7; Evg. Service Congn 90, preached Danl. V. 30 and Luke XXIII. 43 both lessons of day, & so in mg.—Evg. Serm. long & I did not know of it!! VIII.50 on entg. Vestry at close of service!!

Somehow all gone!! Also 2–3 grasses, &c. &c. retd. at XII.30 worn out!—a fine wood oxalis, large fld.

	24 Saturday
	Fair but windy! This mg. went to hilly plain, banks R. Mangatera to seek my little arthropodium; could not find it, & became nearly wild w. High wind, obliged to return through wretched wood—emerging at last into road just above cutting to Bridge. But got a few wee things—plain lovely w. Myriads of small flowers. Mr Robertshawe called.

	25 Sunday
	Fine, windy. At Ch. this mg. nicely decorated; read Lessons for Mr Robertshawe at his request & and so again at Evg. Service. Holy Com. this mg. which I attended; large congn. but still larger at Evg. S.—150. 

	26 Monday
	Fine, windy. “Caledonian Sports” held this day—great number from all parts. I visited Parsonage in morning but did not go to see “Sports”—In lodgings finishing letters to England and attending to my plant specimens. Dr McAlan kindly called & spent an hour.—

	27 Tuesday
	Fine, windy. Too windy today to go to open plains on way to woods. At lodgings occupied on various small matters. Evening Mr Robertshawe kindly called & spent an hour—our goodbye!

	28 Wednesday
	Fine windy. Last nt. wind very high—could not sleep from racket of open upper sash! At 1 a.m. tried to shut it, beyond my reach & the efforts brought a return of lumbago!! Packed for leaving for Napier!—Suffg. much from lumbago—but as I have engaged to take 2 Ch. duties at N. next Sunday the (Mg. at Cathedral, evg. at Augustine’s) I persevered—got to house before VI p.m. Robert kindly gave loins a good rubbing with acetic acid; slept fairly.

	29 Thursday
	Fair. Did little today! Sciatic & other rheumatic pains & infirmity (or worse!) of temper!—(miserere mei deus!) prevented my doing anything—reading to any profit or purpose, as well as thinking—but am better this evening (VIII p.m.) & hope to be still better tomorrow. Found several letters here on my arrival, from friends & others—but am unfit to ackn. or reply.

	30 Friday
	Cloudy, dull. At times severe sciatica!—but endeavoured to study & prepare 2 sermons for Sunday. Midday took a pill of Dover’s powders. Afternoon & evening wrote 3 letters.

	31 Saturday
	Cloudy, dull, rain by noon. Less sciatica; engaged on 2 Sermons for tomorrow and finished them.—Wrote letter to Rees Watkins in reply. Read a little & rested.—preparing for tomorrow’s duties, in hope of being able to perform them. Lauda anima mea! May God in mercy, forgive all sins & shortcomings of this eventful year! And enable me for the future—both active & passive. Amen.

Williams preached from Colossians II. 12: a long S., with much (as usual) on large gifts to Mission to Heathen—to the Maories, & to outlying European Settlers.


� First moving out to wood owing to weakness of influenza. In "big" totara wd. a little way in, side towards creek, passing big sawn butt & going off track on left, just beyond old stump of tall stout ?Rimu tree w. large prominent Metrosideros pendula & at its base & within its big roots 2 Gastrodias past flg. & 1 on lower side & 1 beyond—and near there a bed of epilobium with thin & narrow leaves, few fl. spec. nov.?


� Edge of plain beyond first am. wood; brought away spns. of a small hydrocotyle, & of another H.—& of least Epilobium in ft. & flr.


� A fine bacillus from Woodville or Palmerston per Mr Baddeley; (sp. nov.) Green with black prickles, glabrous shining; Maxilly. blackish, also feet, & w. antennae hairy & tips tail & head very prickly joints blackish, w. other black spots, abdominal rings w. white dots at base of black prickles (comp. w. my former one ½ described in MS.) June, also another brought me by boys.


� (In May) A very fine Theodictyon (?) Just emerging! From under rotten Cordyline log—where Pterostylis grew—? sp. nov. see descript. with other fungi.�Plants from Olsen—�	Ditto W. Scott, Ex. His room, ? Cheilanthus�	ditto Hill—Weber District�	ditto ditto from Napier; Ex. fern (barren Nephrolepis from Dr Leitch, Ex.


� Small madotheca, upright ’mong mosses, wood nr. road beyond middle stop also, an alga-like plant!!�(In June) 3 spns. Fine (mushroom like) fungus from Woodville, per Mr Haggen; bright light tawny bronze colour, w. Dark brown scattered large triangular scales on pileus. Some nice fungi from logs, &c. McCallum's wood.


� Again visited that spot—but as a large tree has been lately felled there—on the way to it—you must go off to the right, & head all the tops, &c. and then go down towards it; was pleased to find all at base, at present, safe.


� In big T. wd. near the back wire fence saw polypm. pennigerum sub-arborescent, 1 w. stem 6–8 in., and 6 branch stems (1 being again behd.) ea. abt. 1 ft. long—unforty. fronds cut off, or eaten by cattle, leaving dead stipites 6–8 in. lg.—All upright plant springing afresh from base.�In big t. wood;— another of those long-legged and curious arachnids with chelae—I originally found nr. Norsewood among the bushy Hepatae. & Described as___ This however (I think) differing—not so black, chelae very prickly, legs less so, maxillary red at bases, white only at top &c. &c.


� In wood close to Tramway left hd. 2nd bridge, a coprosma, sp. nov.


� in gulley near Makotuku a single tree long drooping branch—w. copious white blossom, and again, in gulley ½ m. S. Makotuku another such!


� Went to lower glen (Pimelia & Parsonsia hab.)—First time for this year of 1892!! The long walk (with sinuous wanderings there) perhaps 5-6 miles tried me much, so that I got back w. diffy. feet very sore. Brought spns. of Carmichaelia in open bottom, w. yg. flowers, and expanded; shrub 25 or so from rootstock & about 10 ft. high, thickest stems nearly 3 in. thro’ & very irregularly grooved & buttressed may be a n. sp. Myosotis fine close to stream, but no signs yet of flg. just under a small living tree stump was a good spn.


� In train saw peculiar quite blossom small shrubs on slope side of S. hill from river—beyond Makotuku, on my way to Dvk. from Napier; apparently new!—Convolvulus!!—apud, Lund—on 28th. at M.


� A note in pencil is appended, “18/1/95. ‘Mr Andrews of Whanganui’—was a teacher at the W.C.S. all the years I (F.S.S.) was there (1891–1899) & before & after, so I knew him well.—about 1912 (?) he committed suicide—at Napier! overdose of veronal, I think.” This must have been written by Colenso’s grandson Francis Selwyn Simcox who gifted the diary to the Hawke’s Bay Museum Trust.
